A Pre-Bid Conference for Town of Cedarville road projects will be held on Thursday March 19, 2015 at 10:00AM prevailing time at the Cedarville Town office located at 4321 Center Rd. Cedarville, Vermont. This conference is recommended for paving contractors wishing to bid on any of the projects listed above. Specific project(s) site visits may be scheduled if needed prior to the completion of the Pre-Bid Conference. Towns not wanting a Pre-Bid Conference may delete this section.
Project Construction Specifications:
The provisions of the most recent version of the State of Vermont STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS FOR CONSTRUCTION to include all supplemental provisions and attachments, all contract documents specified, the most current version of MUTCD, and any other Federal, State, or Municipal applicable standards, policies and procedures shall apply to this contract. This is only necessary for Towns wanting to follow Vermont specifications.
Instruction to Bidders:

All bids must be submitted on the provided bid form. The bid form must be filled out completely, signed, printed signature, and dated. Hand written bid forms must be done in ink and must be legible. Corrections to hand written bid forms must be initialed and dated. Illegible bid forms will not be accepted. If multiple bids are submitted, only the last one submitted prior to the bid due date and time shall be considered. Previously submitted bids shall be discarded. Bidders are to bid on each project separately in a price per ton in place format for hot mix and a price per square yard for cold planing and reclaiming. Bids for multiple projects may be submitted on the same bid form. Bids submitted as a lump sum for the project(s) shall be rejected.

Bids must be received at the Cedarville Town Office located at 4321 Center Rd. Cedarville, VT  55555-5555 by 10:00AM prevailing time Thursday April 30, 2015. Sealed bids delivered by person, overnight express, currier, or parcel post must be clearly marked “Town of Cedarville Paving Bids”. Bids submitted electronically must have a Subject: heading of “Town of Cedarville Paving Bids”. The individual submitting electronic bids must be the same individual that electronically signed the bid form. All bids will be opened and read aloud in public at the Cedarville Town Office located at 4321 Center Rd. Cedarville, VT 55555-5555 at 7:15PM Wednesday May 6, 2015.
Scope of Work:

Each projects detailed scope of work shall include all bid items covered under the each project and shall be made available as part of the request for bid package.
Material items that may be included are:

Type IV – 50 Blow and Type II & Type III - 75 Blow Marshall bituminous concrete pavement from a 2015 approved mix design and produced from a 2015 approved plant.

RS-1or RS-1H Emulsion containing a current Type A and Type D certifications.

Cold Planing. See Section 210 of the 2011 STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS FOR CONSTRUCTION.
4)
Reclaiming. See Section 310 of the 2011 STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS FOR CONSTRUCTION.
Award of Projects:

Projects will be awarded separately. Bids, if awarded, will be awarded based on criteria of least total project cost and/or least cost per ton in place, best qualified to perform the work in a time frame advantageous to the Town and traveling public, ability in meeting the terms of the contract and ability to provide a quality product, and past performance of the bidder under previous contracts with Town, the State and elsewhere. Prior to awarding the project(s), the total allotted funds for the project shall be used to determine the adjusted estimated tonnage.
Disclaimer:

The Town of Cedarville reserves the right:
(1) to accept or reject any and all bids in whole or in part and to accept other than the apparent lowest bid price and or total project cost as read:

(2) to amend, modify, or withdraw this Request for Bids;

(3) to cancel any and/or all projects prior to the start of construction without prior notification;
(4) to request submittal of supplemental documents or information from any and all bidders;

(5) to accept or reject a bidder’s request to hold a special pre-bid conference at a time and/or date other than that specified in the Pre-Bid Conference Section of this document based on special conditions and/or mitigating circumstances;
(6) to allow or disallow entry into the pre-bid conference for any potential bidder arriving after the start of the pre-bid conference;
(7) to postpone the time and date of the pre-bid conference due to emergencies and unforeseen circumstances and/or conditions;
